Rehearsal  If you have more than one routine in the same rehearsal and 2 classes are listed during the same time period, help us to give you 
time to change by telling the office staff of the conflict.  We will give you time to change costumes before running the 2nd dance.  There will 
also be a listing of the rehearsal schedule on our lobby bulletin board so you can see what dance is scheduled first. 
Video  Attached is information on Show video by Morrison Video Productions.  Ken will use 2 cameras and also edit the shots during 
production.  We saw one of his videos of other studio performances and were impressed by it’s quality and sharpness.   
Group and Individual Pictures (April 6-9)   Also included is photography information from Chris Rimmer from Moments In Time.  Students 
will come dressed in costume for each dance class.   When students have more than 1 costume in a night, we will give them time to change 
from one class costume to the next.  Each instructor would like to run the class routine while the students are in costume. 
Chris will have a board in the lobby to display his past work. 
If all the same children are in the tap and ballet classes, only 1 picture will be made of the group.  If different students are in the tap and ballet 
classes, we will have both classes make a group photo. 
SHOES FOR SHOWS Reminder:  Black shoes will be required before pictures, rehearsals and programs for all hip hop students.  Tennis 
shoes are fine since hip hop shoes are very expensive.
